Why Pray? 

We need to pray because the Bible commands us to (Matthew 6:5; Romans 12:12; 1 Thess 5:17).

Ask 

the Lord to bring peace, guidance and healing to families that are struggling every day.

In the midst of this turmoil, God 

is raising up an army of young people. Ask the Lord to make them bold and steadfast in their
